The Digital Media Factory Special Effects and Insert Stage is available on a limited reservation basis to media-
makers of diverse programs and content. Our prices reflect the reality that our facility is constructed for our 
production needs---special needs may be accomodated with advance notice. 
 
The  Ultimatte Green effects wall is 60 feet long and 17  feet high; the green floor is 60 feet x 25 feet. The Ultimatte 
Blue wall is 25 feet long and 15 feet high; the blue floor is 25 feet x 25 feet. Roof supporting beams are located 24’ 
on center.

Audio: 
We now feature an 8’x12’ Wenger V-Room broadcast & recording booth. With 6 channels of mixing, stereo direct-
to-disk recording, talent and control room monitoring it is a great solution for tv/film/animation voice over as well as 
ADR. Reasonably priced, starting at $75/hr. Attention Animators! for an additional $25/hr a video camera is 
included to record facial features during your session. 
 
Painting and Props: Additional flats, boxes and risers are available upon request. Please call us for a detailed list of 
prop prices (e.g., a 4’x8’ green flat can be rented for $25).  
 
Ultimatte paint costs are $325 per 5 gallons. Damage to floors or walls can easily cost your show $100-200. or more 
for paint touch-ups; please take care as you move about the environment.  
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Green Room/Wardrobe 
We do have simple wardrobe changing areas, special accommodations can be made for more Green Room and/or 
holding areas. 
 
Reservation Policy 
50% of the intended rental amount is required as a down payment to confirm a reservation. **In consideration of our 
staff and their families, bookings for Saturdays and Sundays require a 10% premium over and above the standard 
rental rates; holidays require 100%.  Holiday bookings must be made with 3 weeks advance notice.  
 
Insurance Policy 
All stage rental clients must provide a certificate of insurance in the amount of two million dollars ($1,000,000.00) 
that limits the liability of Digital Media Factory during the stage rental, naming Digital Media Factory as additional-
insured. Digital Media Factory must be named separately as loss-payee.  
 
Cancellation Policy 
All cancellations with less than 24 hours notice will cause the renting party to forfeit their deposit or incur a 50% fee 
of the intended rental. 
 
Overtime 
We enthusiastically support every production that we participate in; we also value the life and well-being of our 
employees. To maintain a safe and efficient production we require that work days be limited to 10 hours. 
Consequently, if you plan for your shoot day to exceed 10 hours, please inform us at least 24 hours in advance so 
that we may appropriately schedule a second shift to manage the stage. Please note: Overtime will be charged at 1.5 
times normal rate from 10 to 14 hours, 2 times normal rate from 14 to 18 hours.  
 
Food and Beverage 
We do not provide food or beverage services. If you wish to provide craft services to your crew and cast, you may 
make arrangements for access and delivery with your stage manager. 
 
Clean-up  
Please be sure that all areas are as clean or cleaner than when you arrived. If you must leave a mess, trash, etc., you 
will be charged $75. per hour for necessary clean-up services. 
 
Animals 
Please inform us at the time of reservation the presence of any animals so that we may plan accordingly; additional 
charges may be incurred to provide for the appropriate welfare, safe handling and housing of animals involved in 
your shoot.  
 
Telephones, Tele-communications and Broadcasting 
We do not provide telephone service to the users of the special-effects/insert stage, so plan accordingly. Cell phone 
reception is no problem on stage. Should you require WiFi, fax, or other broadband or streaming or satellite 
services, please inform us at the time of the reservation. 
 
Grip, Electr ic and Camera Crews/Gear 
Other than the pre-lit wall, additional grip and lighting packages and crews are by quote in advance of your shoot 
day. Please provide your stage manager with a list of the members of your cast and crew prior to your shoot day(s) 
to assure their ability to access the building and your sets. (Sub-rental/discounts do not cover or include labor.) 
 
Special Effects/Weaponry/Pyrotechnics 
Our production team has decades of experience in feature, television and webcasting; if you require assistance with 
the design or execution of your effects, please advise us at the time of your reservation. Any guns, weapons, 
pyrotechnics or the release of any liquid(s), dust or particulates during your shoot must be cleared by your stage 
manager prior to your shoot.

General Agreement: 
All post production services will be billed by the quarter hour according to these rates unless previously negotiated 
and noted below. Each session is billed individually and due upon completion of the session. If the client is located 
out of town or has a long term project, time accrued will be billed and due weekly.  
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Screeners and Final Delivery: 
In house screenings are available free of charge. Web and DVD screening copies are billed according to the above 
schedule and do not include shipping charges. All screening copies will include a watermark. Final product delivery 
format is by choice of the client and will be billed according to the above schedule and do not include shipping 
charges. 
 
Credit: 
All post production work will be noted with a Digital Media Factory credit unless previously negotiated. 
 
Ownership: 
All tape, material, media, or digital property authored or originated by the Digital Media Factory and its staff shall 
remain the property of the Digital Media Factory until paid in full by the client. 
 
Storage: 
The client may pay for digital storage after product delivery. Storage is billed at $5 per 10GB per 30 days. (ie. 
200gb/10 x $5 = $100 per month) 
 
Backup: 
Backup drives are available for $250 each and contain 250GB of available storage.  Transfer costs are included in 
this price.  
A backup drive may be provided by the client and only charged a ‘file transfer’ fee according to the above schedule 
If any part of the project does not fit on the drive, drop or deletion is the decision of the client and must be signed off 
by the client. 
 
Delivery: 
Once reviewed the client must sign off on delivery of media and release the Digital Media Factory of any material 
loss, damage, or corruption.
